


ABOUT ENERGY AND MINERALS AUSTRALIA LIMITED

Energy and Minerals Australia Limited (ASX: EMA) is a Western Australian based resource development
company. In April 2007 EMA acquired 100% of Narnoo Mining Pty Ltd which holds the Narnoo Project
containing the Mulga Rock Deposits. In August of the same year EMA also acquired all the shares in Camuco
Pty Ltd which holds the Minigwal and Gunbarrel projects. The tenements cover some 3,397 km? and are
located in Western Australia, northeast of Kalgoorlie.

EMA’s primary focus is the development of the Mulga Rock Deposits, 250 km north-east of Kalgoorlie in
Western Australia. Mulga Rock is home to world class uranium deposits, and holds great promise for a diverse
range of base metals.

The Mulga Rock Deposits were discovered in the early 1980s by PNC, which undertook the historic 1,600 hole
drilling programme. The project offers the advantage of established access to infrastructure such as rail
and airstrip, over 1,000 km of roads and cleared grid lines, along with a large water resource.

The EMA package also includes the nearby project areas — Gunbarrel and Minigwal — which combined cover
more than 2,000 km’ that are prospective for uranium.
